WHAT DO THE PEOPLE OF THE WORLD DIE FROM?

1 | Around the world, people are living longer. In 1950, global average life expectancy at birth was only 46. By 2015, it had
2 | shot up to over 71. In some countries, progress has not always been smooth. Disease, epidemics and unexpected
3 | events are a reminder that ever-longer lives are not a given.
4 , the deaths that may preoccupy us — from terrorism, war and natural disasters — make up less than
5 | 0.5% of all deaths combined. But across the world, many are still dying too young and from preventable causes. The
6 | story of when people die is really a story of how they die, and how this has changed over time.
7 | Causes of death around the world
8 | About 56 million people in the world died in 2017. This is 10 million more than in 1990, as the global population has
9 | increased and people live longer on average. More than 70% die from non-communicable, chronic diseases. These are
10 | not passed from person to person and typically progress slowly. The most significant single killer is the kind of disease
11 | that affects the heart and arteries, which is responsible for every third death. This is twice the rate of cancers — the
12 | second leading cause —which account for about one in six of all deaths. Other non-contagious diseases
13 | diabetes, certain respiratory diseases and dementia are also near the top of the list.
14 | Preventable deaths
15 | What may be more shocking is the number of people who still die from preventable causes. About 1.6 million died from
16 | diseases related to diarrhea in 2017, putting it in the top 10 causes of death. In some countries, it's one of the largest
17 | killers. Neonatal disorders — the death of a baby within the first 28 days — claimed 1.8 million newborns in 2017. The
18 | frequency of these deaths varies greatly from country to country. In Japan, fewer than one in 1,000 babies die in the
19 | first 28 days of life, compared with just under one in 20 in some of the world's poorest countries.
20 | Other preventable deaths are high up the list. Road accidents incur a high death toll in the richest and poorest countries
21 alike, claiming 1.2 million lives in 2017. While many high-income countries have seen significant falls in road deaths in
22 | recent decades, globally the number dying on the roads has almost stayed the same. Meanwhile, almost twice as many
23 | people around the world died from suicide as from homicide — the killing of one person by another. In the UK, suicide
24 | deaths were 16 times higher; it is the leading cause of death for men aged 20-40.
25 | What types of death tell us
26 | What people die from changes over time as their country develops. In the past, infectious diseases played a bigger part
27 | than they do today. In 1990, one in three deaths resulted from communicable and infectious diseases; by 2017 this had
28 | fallen to one in five.

FACEBOOK VOWS TO QUASH ANTI-
VACCINE MISINFORMATION

After pressure to repudiate anti-vaccine misinformation,
Facebook announced that it is taking several steps to tackle the
issue.

Facebook announced on Thursday that it is taking steps to combat the spread of anti-vaccine information across
the social media platform by reducing the distribution of misleading medical advice and relying on vetting from
leading global health organizations that "have publicly identified verifiable vaccine hoaxes."
The company intends to provide users with authoritative information on the controversial topic, Monika Bickert,
vice president of global policy management, said in a statement. "If a group or Page admin posts this vaccine
misinformation, we will exclude the entire group or Page from recommendations, reduce these groups and Pages'
distribution in News Feed and Search, and reject ads with this misinformation," Bickert explained.
Additionally, ads that contain false facts about vaccines will be rejected and removed. If ad accounts continue to
9 | spread misinformation, Facebook said it will disable the account. It will also bar vaccine misinformation from
10 | Instagram, which Facebook owns.
11 | The decision follows a Tuesday Senate hearing on how to stop the outbreak of preventable diseases in which
12 | an 18-year-old testified that he was immunized against the wishes of his mother, who he said had developed anti-
13 | vaccine beliefs through her involvement with various Facebook groups.
14 | "For certain individuals and organizations that spread this misinformation, they instill fear into the public for their
15 | own gain selfishly, and do so knowing that their information is incorrect," Ethan Lindenberger said. Last month, in
16 | a letter to Facebook CEO Mark Zuckerberg, Representative Adam Schiff, D-California, also addressed Facebook's
17 | shortcomings in counteracting the dissemination of inaccurate facts. In it, he expressed concern that Facebook
18 | and Instagram, which the company owns, are "surfacing and recommending messages" that discourage children's
19 | vaccination. He called it a direct threat to public health that reverses medical progress.
20 | There is overwhelming consensus among scientific and medical communities that vaccines are effective and safe
21 | in preventing potentially deadly diseases, including measles, mumps, rubella and chickenpox. However, despite
22 | ample available data, some groups continue to lobby against mandatory vaccination, gaining significant traction
23 | on social media sites.
24 | To mitigate the reach of false information on its platform, Facebook said it is partnering with prominent global
25 | health organizations, including the World Health Organization and the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and
26 | Prevention to create factually accurate content.
27 | Facebook's new stance also comes as public health officials are struggling to contain a measles outbreak in Clark
28 | County, Washington, that has wreaked havoc on the community there. More than 70 cases have been confirmed
29 | since January — 66 "were found in people 18 and younger and the vast majority were not immunized," The Seattle
30 | Times reported.
