France bans smartphones from schools

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French children will have to leave their smartphones and smart devices at home or switched off when they are 

at school starting in September. 

The ban on smartphones as well as other kinds of internet-connected devices, such as tablets, applies to 

schoolchildren between 3 and 15 years of age, and was passed by lawmakers on Monday. French high schools, 

or lycées, with students 15 and older, will get to choose whether to adopt the phone ban for their pupils. 

"We know today that there is a phenomenon of screen addiction, the phenomenon of bad mobile phone use. Our 

main role is to protect children and teenagers. It is a fundamental role of education, and this law allows it," said 

Education Minister Jean-Michel Blanquer on French news channel BFMTV.  

The law fulfills one of President Emmanuel Macron's campaign promises. It passed 62 votes to one, supported 

by members of Macron's centrist La République en Marche! party. Some lawmakers from the right and the left 

abstained, claiming the law would change little for students. 

"This isn't a 21st century law in our eyes, but a law from the era of news channels and binary debate," said Alexis 

Corbière, a deputy from the left-wing party and a former teacher. 

"In reality, the ban has already been made," he added, referring to a 2010 law. "I _________ a single teacher in 

this country that allows the use of phones in class." 

A law approved in 2010 banned the use of smartphones "during all teaching activity". "The new law makes 

exceptions for disabled students, during extracurricular activities and for "pedagogical use."

Studying caves for scientific, societal, 

and other benefits

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The first time that Penelope Boston went spelunking in a wild cave, it “beat the crap” out of her, she recalled. In 

1993, Boston and other novice cavers had taken part in a 5-day NASA expedition to Lechuguilla Cave in New 

Mexico’s Carlsbad Cavern National Park. Boston spoke with Eos about that and other caving adventures, the 

scientific and societal benefits of studying caves, and the future direction of speleology in between several talks 

she presented on 27 October at the annual meeting of the Geological Society of America (GSA) in Denver, Colo. 

In recounting the 1993 expedition, the 120-pound Boston said that after just 3 hours of training, she climbed and 

crawled through the cave with her 50-pound pack, traversed crevasses, and had drip into her eye a blob of what 

she later learned was a living mineral deposit. “I came out, and I’m beaten up, and I look like a pizza. I was purple 

and blue and green, and my eye was swollen shut and my ankle was twisted. And about 4 hours after I was out, 

my eye cleared up and I said, ‘You know, that stuff is alive. I have to go back in there,’” Boston told Eos. “I had 

seen a place that was like nothing else I had ever experienced,” said Boston, who has since explored many other 

caves. 

She is now associate director of the National Cave and Karst Research Institute and founder and director of the 

Cave and Karst Studies Program at the New Mexico Institute of Mining and Technology, in Socorro. Boston said 

that the exploration of Lechuguilla Cave was an “overwhelming” and “transformative” experience that prompted 

her to fall in love with the subsurface. The expedition to explore the cave as a possible analog for subsurface Mars 

occurred not long after she had written a paper suggesting that the last best place to look for extant life or possible 

remains of life on Mars would be in the subsurface. Boston noted that the expedition was a bit like exploring another 

planet because of its strange environment. “We are such surface-bound creatures,” she said. “Yet so much of what 

goes on in our planet that sustains us is under our feet.” She rattled off a number of reasons to learn about caves, 

including the study of geobiology and microbiology. During one of her GSA talks, Boston noted, for instance, that 

in the Cueva de Villa Luz in Tabasco, Mexico, “the intrinsic intertwining of the geological and biological world comes 

together magnificently.” Caves “are repositories of amazing microorganisms that we see no counterparts of on the 

surface,” she told Eos. “And they are mineralogical factories. We know that the production of potential antibiotics 

and other extraordinary chemical compounds are far greater in subsurface microorganisms,” she said, adding that 

the heterogeneity of the subsurface microbial environment “is just staggering.”  

The study of caves can also lead to a better understanding of the hydrology of karst systems. She told Eos that 

although at least a quarter of the world’s people get their drinking water from karst aquifers, “we don’t do a very 

good job of managing them.” A better understanding of caves and the karst system could also lead to a better 

understanding of sinkholes, she said. Boston said that caves, which are semiclosed systems, are perhaps the best 

systems for studying the critical zone, which she defined as including the surface downward to some distance into 

the crust and perhaps up to the stratosphere. The critical zone “is where all the action is that matters to us as living 

creatures,” she said. “This is where all of the transformations and chemistry and energy go on that give us 

ecosystem support for ourselves. So we have a vested interest in this as well as a scientific interest.” She also told 

Eos that caves are repositories of data and can be studied as a proxy for what is going on with the above ground 

biosphere and climate. Regarding the potential study of caves on other solar system bodies, she said that although 

some colleagues at first scoffed at her suggestion that there could be caves on other planets, many bodies in the 

solar system likely do have them. 

Caves, she told Eos, “are immensely valuable laboratories, even for people who don’t give a damn about caves 

for their own sake.”
